Activities 
 

Sunday Morning: We gather in the Landes basement Sunday 

at 9:00am for a time of corporate worship and study.  After       

worship time we break into three groups; Junior High,      

Freshman/Sophomore, and Junior and Senior, and walk            

through the bible as a community.  

 

The first Sunday of the month is our family Sunday. We do not 

meet at 9:00. Instead we meet at the 10:30 communion service 

and celebrate communion together with our families. 

 

 

Sunday Afternoon: We gather in the Landes Gym Sunday at 

3:00pm. Two Sundays a month is our community time where 

we break into small groups and discuss life. One Sunday a   

month is an outreach event where we get a little crazy and      

have some outrageous activities. 

 

The first Sunday of the month is our family Sunday. After the 

10:30 service we grab lunch and head to a work site in our      

community and as families and a community we volunteer      

our time to serve the needs of our community. 

 

 

Wednesday Night: We gather at 5:00 on Wednesday nights in 

the upper student lounge to share a meal together, participate 

in a bible study and enjoy an activity. The bible study begins at  

5:30 in the Landes basement. At 6:30 everyone re-gathers for a 

time of prayer. Then we break into our CLUBS. Students can 

choose which CLUB they want to do; sports, art, drama,     

music, etc.
